On the dsy before Dr. Heary Schoettner, from this office, had
taken blood samples from twenty five of the men statiocned at your Base,
unfortunately when these samples were being centrifinged there was sa
acclident so that all of the tudes were droken and all the identification
markas were lost. REnough material was obtained from several tubes,
although the tubes coculd not be identified to run tests, in two of these
tubes a positive serclogic test for syphilis was found. Equipment has
been sent to your Medicel Technician to take repeat samples from all of
the men so0 that you may have all the information for your records.
